“Pray for a Cure” breast health campaign will collaborate with local government, state agencies and minority faith-based organizations to host monthly breast health programs to at risk minority populations in Coconino, Gila, Maricopa, and Yavapi counties. The collaborative effort will (1) educate minorities on the importance of breast health (2) encourage early screening to detect breast cancer (3) recommend lifestyle changes that reduce breast cancer risks and (4) encourage sharing educational resources on breast health with others.

Provide easy to read bilingual breast health materials to 12,000 minority residents


Present “Breast Health Days” to promote the eradication of breast cancer, provide breast health information and onsite mammography services


Promote Komen’s “Race for the Cure” and encourage recipients to take part in the race and become Komen volunteers


Provide Buddy Check 12 cards at each month outreach program.
